






Rules and Regulations for Students

Declaration (to be signed by the student)

Date:

1. Students are expected to behave in a disciplined manner, and respect fellow students and staff. Their attire
should be smart casual, conducive to the environment of an educational institution.

2. Students are expected to maintain an 80% attendance rate for lectures as well as in
coursework/assignments set by the lecturers.   They are also expected to achieve satisfactory standards at
the progress tests and assignments.

3. It is the students' responsibility to register with the relevant academic institutions or professional bodies to
apply for examinations conducted by such institutions or bodies. Royal Institute of Colombo (RIC) will only
assist the students.

4. Fees should be paid in full at the beginning of each semester. Late payments are subjected to a surcharge.

5. Students are expected to use all equipment belonging to the Institute with care.  In the event of any
damage to equipment and property of RIC, the Institute reserves the right to charge the cost of such
equipment or property or the cost of repair, from the relevant student.

6. When moving to the next study level, a student is eligible to such move, only on completion of the study
course of the previous year. Students are not permitted to attend classes of a higher level study.

7. Students are requested to look after their personal belongings.   RIC will not be responsible for the loss of
any personal items.

8. Fees due for each semester must be paid on or before the set deadlines. (1st  Semester - 31st August
2nd Semester - 31st  December)

All students should abide by the above rules and regulations. Failure to do so would permit the Institute to take 
appropriate action against such student.
